Recent studies have
shown that 3 of 4 young people are ineligible for military service
due to their lack of academic acumen or because of a criminal
record.’

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Highlights From Our Year

New schools opened their doors in Danbury, CT (Pathways Academy)
and Syracuse, NY (Eagles Wings Urban Academy) to meet vital com-
munity needs.

The StreetSchool Network™ had the largest enrollment in its history
serving more than 3,800 students across the country.

The number of high school graduates receiving diplomas in the
StreetSchool Network™ nearly doubled in 2009. This year, 308 diplo-
mas were awarded by member schools in comparison to 253 in 2008
and 210 in 2007.

Four member schools received accreditation with the support of
StreetSchool Network™ including: Hunting Park Christian Academy
(Philadelphia, PA), Tulsa Hope Academy (Tulsa, OK), Lydia Academy

- Rockford (Rockford, IL) and Evangel Christian School (Long Island
City, NY). Accreditation provides schools with an independent mark of
excellence from CITA, The Commission for International & Transre-
gional Accreditation which became AdvanceED in 2008-2009.

Thanks to work with Brand Navigation, the National Association of
Street Schools became StreetSchool Network™ and a new logo, website
and tagline were launched to unify the schools across the country under
a new moniker.

The HOPE 2008 StreetSchool Network™ National Conference hosted
44 schools and organizations were represented among the 140 attendees
from 25 states who came together in their common mission to reach
students at-risk through education.

A quest to develop post-secondary partners created new opportunities
for students and alumni to transition to their next step in life. They
include: Jackson Hewitt, On Wings of Eagles, American Pathways
University and HVACR.

In August of 2008, StreetSchool Network™ founder and president,

Tom Tillapaugh was awarded an honorary doctorate by American Path-

ways University.
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StreetSchool Network™ was tapped by the U.S. Department of Educa-
tion to participate on a national task force to identify alternative fund-
ing sources for urban faith-based schools as part of an initiative of the
Office of Non-public Education.

StreetSchool Network™ founder and president, Tom Tillapaugh, was
recently invited to speak at the White House as part of a roundtable
discussion on the crisis in funding for faith-based schools in our nation’s
urban cores. This special gathering was called in response to the U.S.
Department of Education’s release of a report entitled, Preserving a
Critical National Asset: America’s Disadvantaged Students and the
Crisis in Faith-based Urban Schools.

In the Denver Post’s Sunday June 7, 2009 opinion editorial, former
Colorado Senate Chairman John Andrews gave a fictional address to
Colorado’s high school graduates naming his pick for leaders to emulate
with Tom Tillapaugh being among them. In the editorial, he recog-
nized Tillapaugh as one of five “non-classroom educators whom I call
Colorado’s personal responsibility all-stars.” Andrews goes on to say,
“Yes you can’ was a watchword for these inner—city rescuers long before

it became anyone’s campaign slogan.”

Member schools continue to adopt and utilize tools for data-driven
decision making including 23 schools who are now using StreetSchool
Tracker powered by RenWeb. In addition, 23 schools are using the
Northwest Evaluation Associates Measures of Academic Progress as-
sessment. These tools provide on demand data related to academic test

results and school performance.

The Commission for International and Trans-Regional Accredita-

tion asked Vice President of Education, Todd Goble, to speak at two
conferences, one in Cairo, Egypt, and one in Alexandria, Egypt, on
Infusionomics, the economic and financial literacy approach that the
StreetSchool Network™ developed with the Powell Center for Econom-
ic Literacy. In addition, Todd served on an accreditation team which
reviewed an urban private school in Cairo for continuing accreditation,
using the same standards and protocol used in our network schools.

Todd Goble, along with the Executive Director of the Powell Center for
Economic Literacy, presented at the National Conference for Economic
Educators in Biloxi, Mississippi. This was the first national presentation

of the Infusionomics approach to economic literacy.

Since graduating from
college, Kellen has been playing pro basketball in Germany in the
European League. He's averaging 21 points per game. He hopes
to be working in radio within five years. But for now, Kellen says,
“Thope to see the planet and the world. And just maybe I can get
Joan, Sharon and Proctor over to see me play.”
